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Why SwissIX matters today

1. SwissIX is relevant Internet Infrastructure in Switzerland

• exchanging >1 TBps of Traffic during peak hours

• connecting >240 peers at 8 PoPs in Switzerland

• SwissIX Ports available at many more sites through Resellers

2. Keep local traffic local → better performance and resiliency

3. Peering is «invisible» ...until it breaks!

Fast Forward from 2004 to 2026

A lot of change...

• Volunteer board members came and went over the years

• growth in number of Peers and from Mbps to Gbps to Tbps

• sticking to what matters: Peering!

• shift from board volunteer work to employees and contractors for operational tasks



IXP Industry trends we see today...

• Bandwidth growth at IXs tends to slow down

• Big flows tend to go to PNIs

• Cross Connects are a «hot topic»

• Rising expectation of FREE Ports at IXs

• IX’s are (still) quite different

SwissIX Setup today
Highly efficient organizational Setup

• 5 experienced Board members (still Volunteers!)

• 1 FTE Peering Development Manager – backed up by mandate / contractor

• Outsourced Operations and Provisioning of the Platform

What is the benefit of this particular setup?

• 24x7 Monitoring & Support with a «local interface»

• Strategy backed by many years of experience from the board members

• Clean and defined Interfaces towards Peers and as well towards Outsourcing Provider

→ A lean and efficient organisation! 



SwissIX Internet Exchange
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What happened at SwissIX since SwiNOG #40

1. We finally hit the TBps mark!

→ SwissIX is Member #77 in the «Terabit-Club»



What happened at SwissIX since SwiNOG #40

2. SwissIX (finally!) has a PoP in Geneva!

→ currently «aggregation Switch», full PoP as soon as we have a few peers connected

3. we upgraded our Backbone to 400 GBps

→ more backbone capacity

→ a step to eliminate «Groove» platform soon (end-of-life)

4. 400 GBps Ports are now available at Colozueri, Digital Realty and Equinix – effective 

immediately!

→ maintenance window last week – now operational

→ second maintenance window in June to «clean-up»

5. Secured Space for expansion at Equinix ZH4

→ we secured the neighbouring rack for future use

→ increasing number of Ports and Bandwidth (400G)

• 25 years of SwissIX Promotion

→ Upgrades FOR FREE for the remaining 2026

→ No OTCs for new Ports >1G for new Peers
